5. Training Issues around registrations were discussed: Here are 
the comments: 

• For the next training Implementation Memo, please send 
the document to only SSIS Coordinators and Mentors.  
They will be able to control the number of trainees being 
registered.  

• It is important to know that if you want to register and see 
that the training site is full, register so that you can get on 
the Wait List.  Make sure you are not adding staff over 
the allotted number for your county.  

• When you get pulled into the class from the Wait List you 
will get a confirmation letter that you are registered. 

• SSIS, please be very clear in the next Memo, with the Help 
Desk and at all meetings when identifying the requirements 
for registration.  

• All counties who have exceeded the number of 
registrations have been contacted and asked to reduce the 
registrations by a certain date. When this happens, the 
people on the Wait Lists will move up to be registered. 

• SSIS is doing the best they can to make sure that as many as 
possible  survey requested numbers are being accommodated 
but we cannot meet all the need requested by the survey. All 
counties will be able to get at least one person in each training 
type. 

• MPAC members asked if extra staff could attend and audit 
only.   

Ans: We are not able to accommodate any additional county staff 
than those at workstations.
