


IMD Analysis
Use the following questions to determine if the overall character of a facility is that of an IMD. An IMD is a facility established and/or maintained for the care and treatment of individuals with mental disease.
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	1. Number of Beds
Does the facility/campus have more than 16 beds? If no, it cannot be an IMD.

Note: If there are multiple component providers, sum all of the beds.

	2. Psychiatric Hospital
Is the facility licensed as a psychiatric facility (i.e. psychiatric hospital)? If so and the facility has more than 16 beds, this creates a rebuttable presumption that the facility is an IMD. 
If no, see 2a.

	2a. CD or Mental Health License
Is facility licensed as a chemical dependency or mental health treatment provider?

	3. Specialized Treatment
Does the facility specialize in providing psychiatric care and treatment (including mental health and substance use disorder)? This may be demonstrated by staff training and education, the treatment provided, and the use of psychotropic medication (including medication used to aid in withdrawal) at levels that are beyond mere maintenance.

	4. Need for Institutionalization 
Does the current need for institutionalization for more than 50% of the residents result from mental illness? For purposes of this analysis chemical dependency is considered mental illness. Look at the type of care needed by the recipients and not merely the recipient’s diagnosis.

Note: boxes with an “X” indicate where choices cannot be made. In those situations another question must be completed or weighted scoring is not allowed.  Scoring: there is a max of 8 points possible. In order to be an IMD a facility must receive a score of 8.	
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
