Use the following questions to determine whether an outpatient SUD provider is operating in conjunction with a housing provider that has more than 16 beds.

	1. Housing contingent on treatment
Are residents of a housing provider required to receive services from the treatment provider in order to reside in the housing facility? Are beneficiaries required to live in a particular housing facility in order to receive services from the treatment provider?

If yes to either question, go to question 1a. 
If no to both questions, go to question 1b.

	1a. Provider relationship
Is there a relationship between the outpatient-treatment provider and a housing provider? This includes, but is not limited to, a contractual relationship, ownership relationship, or some other formal or informal agreement.

If yes, go to question 2.
If no, see question 1b.

	1b. Limit of choice, but no provider relationship 
Do a significant proportion of the residents at the housing provider receive services from the treatment provider? A significant proportion is 50%. This includes persons waiting to receive treatment and those residing in housing post-treatment.

	2. Geographic proximity 
Are the treatment and housing providers within close geographic proximity? The significance of a geographic separation may be reduced by the availability of transportation between the medical and housing provider.
	
	
	
	

	3. Provider influence
Does the treatment provider exert influence over the operating rules of the housing provider? (e.g. can the treatment provider influence visitor privileges, establish punishments or rewards, etc.)
	
	
	
	

	4. Information sharing 
Does the housing provider share information or data with the treatment provider? This may include name of residents, behavior reports, etc. 
	
	
	
	

	5. Shared treatment staff
Does the treatment staff work at both the treatment provider and the housing provider?
	
	
	
	



Note: boxes with an “X” indicate where choices cannot be made. In those situations another question must be completed or weighted scoring is not allowed.
Scoring: there is a max of 10 points possible. In order for an outpatient facility to be considered a quasi-residential facility and an IMD, it must score at least 7 points.
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
