Opening 
Kathy Burek reconnected the group discussing the statute that created the SQC and the context of the meeting and walked through the agenda for the day.
Objective 1 

Barb Turner, SQC member, ARRM (Association of Residential Resources in Minnesota) and Chris Bell, Chair of the Olmsted Committee presented on Risk and Choice. Barb presented about ARRM's intentions and goals. She talked about risk and choice. The Legislature directed ARRM to find a group that could address this issue. Chris Bell talked about ADA (American Disability Act) and the exclusion of persons with disabilities. 
Objective 2 

Tom Skarohlid from DHS presented on the 2010 Participant Experience Survey results.  
Objective 3
Kathy gave a summary of the small work group's process and recommendation. The small work group is a subgroup of the State Quality Council comprised of participants, family members, providers, Region 10 stakeholders, county representatives, and DHS staff. The group met twice to review which functions should be performed by which levels. The group concluded that several demonstration projects should be conducted before full implementation of Regional Quality Councils across the state.
Objective 4
The council reviewed the ranking results of Allocations of Functions to Levels done by the members. There were general agreements on the allocations of functions to level. 
Objective 5
The council discussed different approaches to the council's work based on what is specified in the statute that creates the State Quality Council.
