· Foster child under 18 years of age and living in the nurse’s home

Independent home care nursing must not provide and be paid for nursing services if: 
· Owner of a home care nursing agency in which the person receives services

· Parent of a minor or spouse through the consumer directed community supports service option

	Professional nurses who practice independently must take on the responsibilities that go along with being a small business such as worker’s compensation, taxes and insurance.
